Check the general overall condition and appearance of the
equipment including paint finish and signage etc

Inspect main body and frame for impact damage and
distortion which may affect stability.

Check generally for cracked welds paying special attention to
the locking mechanism.

Check the locking mechanism for damage, i.e. bent or
distorted parts and if on the ground is fully open.

Inspect springs for fork damage, pitted corrosion or
stretching. Check that there are no large gaps or excessive
stretch in the coil.

Inspect spring guard for fork damage, distortion, corrosion or
security concern. (If applicable)

Check that the roller is not fouled and can move freely. This is
best done when clear of the ground.

Examine castors and lubricate where fitted.

If castors fitted check all fixings are present and safe to use.

Check that safety stickers; on hire from Marwoods MGS1,
Plant return label MGS24, Next exam due date MGS71,
MGS78 Caution sticker, Do not walk under suspended load
MGS79, MGS 80 crush zone & Prohibition sticker MGS82,
MGS129/0220 Auto lock label & MGS130 DNPSF

Check and record Plant number, serial number and Capacity
are undamaged, clear and legible.

Any other issue, record and report to supervisor.

Test operation of the fork locking device

Test operation of skip (with a forklift if possible).
